BEING A TEENAGER IS HARD.  
For queer Jewish teens, the social 
pressures to fit in or the anxieties  
of standing out may feel even harder 
— especially in a world where  
homophobia, transphobia, and anti-
Semitism are on the rise. At Keshet’s 
Shabbat retreats — in Hebrew, 
Shabbatonim — LGBTQ and ally  
Jewish teens are able to exhale; to 
find their place and their voice as 
emerging Jewish leaders. Together, 
they build meaningful friendships, 
engage in deep Jewish learning, and 
return home to build a world we can 

all be proud of. In 2018, Keshet  
expanded the geographic reach of 
our teen gatherings to include the 
first-ever LGBTQ and ally teen  
Shabbatonim in the South and the 
Midwest, in addition to Shabbatonim 
on the East and West Coasts. Beyond  
these gatherings, we engaged queer  
Jewish teens all year round — through  
programs, conferences, and workshops  
— and, by extension, through training 
more than 1,500 youth professionals 
who work with teens.

JEWISH FAMILIES WITH YOUNG  
children often struggle to find  
meaningful, family-friendly Jewish 
programs. LGBTQ Jewish families are 
no exception. In 2018, Keshet offered 
Massachusetts LGBTQ Jewish families 
with young children the opportunity  
to celebrate Jewish holidays, build 
community, and affirm their Jewish 
identities in a relaxed, accessible, 
and inviting environment. Whether 

celebrating the Jewish New Year by 
learning how bees make honey at a 
local farm, enjoying Pride weekend at 
a family picnic, or exploring the power 
of light at our annual Chanukah party, 
Keshet is helping LGBTQ Jewish  
families in Massachusetts connect 
with each other and lead joyous  
Jewish lives.

FOR DECADES, MOST JEWISH  
institutions failed to meet the needs 
of LGBTQ Jews and their families. 
Today, many of these institutions  
want to be inclusive but don’t know 
how. Keshet works with rabbis,  
educators, and other leaders in  
synagogues, Jewish day schools, 
JCCs, youth movements, summer 
camps, and other community  
institutions throughout the United 
States — from New York City to Salt 
Lake City — to ensure that LGBTQ 
Jews are fully seen, respected, and 

affirmed. We meet leaders where 
they’re at and push them to take 
brave, bold steps toward making their 
institutions fully inclusive of LGBTQ 
people. Through Keshet’s Leadership 
Project — a year-long program that 
gathers, trains, and supports leaders 
of Jewish institutions to become more 
inclusive of LGBTQ individuals and 
families — Jewish leaders gain the 
tools they need to embrace LGBTQ 
Jews from all walks of life.

WHEN ANTI-TRANS GROUPS SOUGHT 
to legalize discrimination against 
transgender people in Massachusetts, 
Keshet mobilized the largest Jewish 
campaign in history to protect  
transgender rights — and we won! 
Beginning in early 2018, Keshet’s  
campaign saw an unprecedented  
outpouring of support to protect the 
rights of trans people in restaurants, 
hotels, hospitals, and other public 
spaces. Seventy percent of  
Massachusetts Jewish community 
organizations joined our Yes on 3  
campaign, including nearly 100  
synagogues. In partnership with the 
Jewish Community Relations Council 
of Greater Boston, the Religious Action 
Center of Reform Judaism, the Jewish  

Alliance for Law and Social Action,  
the Anti-Defamation League, and 
the Massachusetts Board of Rabbis, 
Keshet organized Jewish Community 
Canvass Days that were the largest 
canvass days of the entire statewide 
campaign. 

As Jews, we know the feeling of  
being treated as strangers — simply 
because of who we are and what  
we believe. In 2018, the Jewish  
communities of Massachusetts, along 
with the majority of Massachusetts 
voters, sent an unequivocal message: 
Transgender people cannot become 
strangers among us; they are full and 
equal members of society with the 
right to live in safety and dignity.
